(vi)   Participation of students/faculty in the AIMS International Summer Internship Competition


(vii)  Involvement in generating sponsorships and other forms of support to AIMS International


(viii) Editors/reviewers of papers for AIMS Int. J. of Management

      (ix)   Involvement in opening AIMS International Chapter

      (x)    Involvement in promoting AIMS International Management School

      (xi)   Others…

c) The nomination should be received by October 1, 2010. .

d) The awards will be presented at the Eighth AIMS International Conference on Management at Indian Institute of Management Ahmedabad tentatively on January 2, 2011.The award winners are required to be present at the ceremony to accept the award. AIMS International will not be responsible for travel, accommodation or other expenses.
e) The selection committee will evaluate documents provided by the nominees. The final announcement of selection is expected to be made by November 30, 2010. The selection committee at its discretion may decide not to give away the award to any of the nominees.
